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Abstract: The tell settlement from “Magura Gumelnita” is the eponymous site of the Eneolithic civilization
with the same name. It is probably the biggest tell settlement North of the Danube, and it belonged to the Kodjadermen
- Gumelnita - Karanovo VI civilization that occupied in the Balkan area in the second half of 5th millennium BC. In
2017, a complex interdisciplinary project resumed the research of the Gumelnita site. The project was led by a
consortium which comprises The Gumelnita Civilization Museum, The Bucharest Municipality Museum, and The
National Institute of the Heritage, alongside specialists from other Romanian institutions (Institute of Archaeology
“Vasile Pdrvan” Bucharest, National History Museum of Romania, University of Bucharest, “Al. 1. Cuza”
University of Iagi, “Valahia” University in Targoviste, “Horia Hulubei” National Institute for Nuclear Physics and
Engineering, and National Museum of Eastern Carpathians). The current paper will present the preliminary
interdisciplinary results of the 2017 archaeological campaign.

Rezumat: Asezarea de tip tell de la ,Mdgura Gumelnita” este situl eponim al civilizatiei eneolitice cu
acelasi nume. Aceasta este probabil cea mai mare asezare de tip tell de la nord de Dundre si apartine civilizatiei
Kodjadermen - Gumelnita - Karanovo VI care a ocupat zona Balcanicd in a doua jumidtate a mileniului al V-lea
BC. In anul 2017, cercetarea sitului Gumelnita a fost reluatd sub forma unui proiect de cercetare interdisciplinard
complex coordonat de Muzeul Civilizatiei Gumelnita, Muzeul Municipiului Bucuresti si Institutul National al
Patrimoniului, impreund cu specialisti din alte institutii romdnesti (Institutul de Arheologie ,Vasile Pdrvan”,
Muzeul National de Istorie a Romdniei, Universitatea din Bucuresti, Universitatea , Al. 1. Cuza” din lasi,
Universitatea ,, Valahia” din Targoviste, Institutul National de Fizicd si Inginerie Nucleard ,,Horia Hulubei”, si
Muzeul Carpatilor Rdsdriteni). Lucrarea de fatd va prezenta rezultatele interdisciplinare preliminare obfinute in
campania 2017 de cdtre aceastd echipd.
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
