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Abstract: To cross the border raised by the raw information obtained after revealing an archaeological
feature has always been a challenge. From the practical to the interpretative archaeology, lifting this veil has been
a constant concern of researchers. In a hierarchised, masculinised society, as the Yamnaya one seems to have been,
the presence of graves of subadults is an important piece of information for understanding the social framework
specific to these communities. Due to the investigations conducted in the Prahova area, the topic of this article
may be illustrated with relevant case studies. We shall further describe this subject, assess a number of recent finds
within a larger framework and outline some ideas regarding the social structure of the Yamnaya funerary
phenomenon.

Rezumat: Si traversezi frontiera trasatd de informatia brutd obtinutd prin dezvelirea unui complex
arheologic a fost mereu o provocare. De la arheologia practicd la cea interpretativd, ridicarea acestui vil a fost o
preocupare permanentd a cercetitorilor. Intr-o societate ierarhizatd, masculinizatd, asa cum pare a fi fost cea
Yamnaya, prezenta unor morminte de subadulti reprezintd o informatie importantd in intelegerea cadrului social
specific acestor comunititi. Gratie cercetdrilor din arealul Prahova, subiectul abordat in acest articol poate fi
exemplificat prin studii de caz relevante. In randurile de mai jos descriem subiectul, inserdm o serie de descoperiri
recente intr-un cadru mai larg si conturdm citeva idei privind structura sociald a fenomenului funerar Yamnaya.
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
