Intercultural relationships in South-East of Iran
during the late 4t and 3¢ Millennium BC:
Tepe Keshari as a key site in Baluchestan region

Abstract: The present research tries to studying an archaeological key site in south-east of Iran, which is
located beside Sarbaz River. Sarbaz River is one of the most important rivers in the Baluchestan area. It flows
between the Iranian Makran Mountains (Sarbaz County) and finally spilling into the Oman Sea. During the
archaeological survey which has been done by the authors in 2009 Tepe Keshari has been identified in the southern
parts of the riverbed of the Sarbaz, in front of Hassan Village. The studies have shown that Sarbaz’s river in the
3 millennium BC had important contributed to the formation and expansion of the settlement. It has had the
interregional trading in south eastern region of Indo-Iranian borderlands that during the third millennium BC
acted positively as a dynamic factor in the vast region of south eastern Iran to Oman Sea shores and southern
Persian Gulf. Recent studies in this area show that the Keshari region has been dynamic commercial area between
central Baluchestan, Makran and southern Persian Gulf and Oman Sea shores during third millennium BC.

Rezumat: Acest studiu incearcd si prezinte un sit arheologic cheie din sud-estul Iranului situat ldngd
rdul Sarbaz. Riul Sarbaz este unul dintre cele mai importante rduri din zona Belucistan. Strabate Muntii Makran
iranieni (regiunea Sarbaz) si se varsd in cele din urmi in Marea Oman. In timpul sondajului arheologic care a
fost efectuat de autori in 2009, Tepe Keshari a fost identificat in zona sudicd a albiei raului Sarbaz, in fata satului
Hassan. Studiile au ardtat cd rdul Sarbaz in mileniul Il 1.Hr. a contribuit in mod important la formarea si
extinderea asezirii. S-a realizat un comert interregional in regiunea de sud-est a granitelor indo-iraniene, care in
timpul celui de-al treilea mileniu 1.Hr. a actionat pozitiv ca un factor dinamic in vasta regiune din sud-estul
Iranului pand la tarmurile Mdrii Oman si sudul Golfului Persic. Studii recente in aceastd zond aratd cd regiunea
Keshari a fost o zond comerciald dinamicd ntre centrul Belucistanului, Makran si sudul Golfului Persic si
tarmurile Mdarii Oman in timpul mileniului al treilea 1. Hr.
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
